Thank you for participating in our 15th Annual Golf Outing. Meet the children who will
benefit from your day at the golf course today; Samantha, Hayley, Connor and Emmakh.

Samantha Sanchez, age 12, from Algonquin, IL, and her father were
devastated when Mrs. Sanchez, Samantha’s mother, passed away from
breast cancer in July 2008. Two months later, Samantha was diagnosed with
Lleukemia.

As of May 2009, Samantha has been a resident of Children's Memorial
Hospital in excess of 90 days. During her hospital stays she has undergone
chemotherapy freatments and suffered major complications that resulted in
additional painful tests including numerous spinal taps. Samantha’s father, Mr.
Sanchez, commutes over 40 miles one way to comfort his daughter as often
as he can when she is hospitalized. He is a single parent and his income has
been hit hard in our current economy.

Samantha'’s two siblings, ages 19 and 22, both elected to withdraw from
college at this time due to financial consfraints on the family. The family is
behind on their mortgage and they do not have the money to pay for the
upcoming property tax bill. Mr. Sanchez is truly overwhelmed.

Hayley Goodpaster was born prematurely at 26 weeks and weighed 2
pounds. At birth she was admitted to the neonatal infensive care unit for three
months. During her hospital stay, she underwent multiple tests, serious growth
issues and heart surgery.

At 10 months, Hayley was diagnosed with Spastic Diplegia Cerebral Palsy.
Today Hayley is a beautiful, blue eyed, energefic toddler. She lives with

her parents and her eightmonth-old baby brother Matthew. She is unable
fo participate in activities that an active three year old would. She attends
intensive group physical therapy which is vital to her progress foward
managing her physical challenges.

Hayley's mom Christina is a sfay-athome mom who fakes care of her two
young children. Her days include coordinating and meeting all the demands
of Hayley’s therapy and medical appointments. Dad David is currently laid off
from his job with the city of Chicago as a motor fruck driver. The family lives
in a second floor walk-up in Chicago. Hayley's wheelchair limits her mobility
and causes some difficulty. The family would like to move to a first floor unit fo
better accommodate Hayley.

Connor McCarrell was born October 27, 2007. A twin brother to Shannon,
his development has come close to his sisters, despite his obstacles. Connor
was born with spina bifida. He has had to undergo multiple surgeries. First fo
close the opening in his lower spine, next to insert a shunt from his brain fo his
abdomen to drain excess fluid and finally he had a bladderkidney surgery to
reinsert his ureters into his bladder and enlarge his bladder to correct his renal
reflux. The bladder-kidney surgery resulted in a rare bladder infection followed
by a perforated bladder requiring an additional operation.

Connor is a happy, healthy toddler bursting with energy. Today he can walk
behind a push toy and cruises around while holding on to furniture. He visits
the physical therapist twice a month and soon will be ordering his second pair
of ankle braces. He is in need of a low speed treadmill with an apparatus for
infants to help him support his weight and control his balance.

Connor's dad, John McCarrell, changed jobs to be closer to home, reducing
his hour long commute but resulted in a lower paying job. He now gets home
by 5pm to help with the twin toddlers. Mom, Amy McCarrell also works but
frequently fakes off to drive Connor fo see medical specialists 20 minutes

away. Their debt has piled up and they contfinue to get behind as a result of the
medical problems.

Emmah Gudeman, 13 years old, is preparing for a medical re-assessment
fo defermine the right combination of therapies that will keep her healthy and
provide her a full life that all children deserve.

At age 10, Emmah was diagnosed with Stage IV Neuroblastoma. At that fime
she was treated with the standard profocol for this diagnosis: seven rounds of
high dose chemotherapy, tumor resection, double stem cell transplant, radiation
and biotherapy. Treatments lasted over a year causing her fo miss essenfially
all of 5th Grade. The therapies left her with nausea, fatigue, low blood counts,
hair loss and hearing loss. In 2008 another mass was defected and removed.
Since the beginning of the year, Emmah has undergone another chemotherapy
regimen and several procedures to fry fo harvest sfem cells for clinical frials.

Her parents and five siblings live in Joliet. The family has depleted their savings.
Julie currently works full time and Jeff is at home raising their six children. They
spend 1/3 of their monthly income to cover debt while medical bills continue to
pile up. Financially, they are living day by day.
